Dear COA-ers,

I hope your summer is going well! We are just a short three weeks away from our 2010 Campus Outreach Academy! We are really looking forward to seeing you there! This letter contains just a couple reminders to help you and the staff in preparing for this year’s COA.

Service:

If you were in attendance last year, you will remember that we had a half-day where we helped the camp with some service projects. We will be doing a similar thing this year, but we would like to know if you have any special skills (I.e. carpentry, roofing, remodeling, painting, electrician…etc.). The camp is trying to provide projects according to our skills as well as some things that they just need to get done. If you have any skills such as the ones listed, please email me as soon as you are able so that we can get things worked out with the camp. 

Tracks:

Along with the in common academy material on the Christian mind that all the COA participants will go through together there are three parallel tracks that will be offered this year.

There will be a Staff Track oriented towards the training of UCO staff workers.  This track is for graduates on staff with UCO or those involved with similar ministry and outreach, and therefore open by invitation only.  The other two tracks are the Discipleship Track, and the Outreach Track.   We plan on offering these same tracks at COA’s in the future along with the in common academy material which is on a four year cycle.  This year Nico Angleys and Janice Firn will lead the staff track, Luis Arce and Laura Giles will lead the discipleship track, and Brian LaLonde and Lynne May will lead the outreach track.

The Discipleship Track is focused on growing in personal discipleship, and the foundations we need in Christ to be fruitful for the kingdom.  The topics addressed will be “Call to be a Disciple”, “Transformed into the Image of Christ”, “Disciples in Good Order”, “Christ Centered Relationships”, “Lifelong Discipleship”, and “Community Life and Order”.

The Outreach Track is focused on being equipped and inspired for evangelism amidst our friends and peers on campus.  The topics will include “Evangelism – How we do it, and How do I fit in”, “Sharing the Gospel, and Relational Evangelism”, and “UCO Skills (aspects of UCO life that help us share Christ with others)”.

Both tracks will be full of very helpful material, and since you can’t bi-locate you’ll need to choose one and sign up for it.  Here are some recommendations for choosing:

If you’re not sure what to sign up for it’s worth consulting a leader in your chapter, they may have input for you personally, or from the perspective of your chapter as it will be good to have representatives in the different tracks for the sake of what they’ll bring back to local chapters.

There isn’t a  mandatory order, but if you’re newer to UCO the discipleship track will be very helpful, particularly in opening up the area of our worship more fully.

The discipleship track will be somewhat different then last year, but it if you have already done one track it is best you do the other this year.

Since both are good options it’s worth praying and asking the Lord which is best for you.
